SECOND LESSON Philippians 2:5-11 
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Who is it who enters into Jerusalem and Holy Week this day? It is Jesus, the God-man who humbles 

himself to save sinners. And so as a reward, God exalts that human nature as highly as it can be 

exalted and gives him the highest possible name: Savior! So as he rides his donkey into Holy Week we 

hear his name and kneel; we hear his name and confess: Jesus is Lord, he alone and none other. We 

confess it most gladly and heed the call of the apostle in the first verse of the reading: we who have 

everything in Christ gladly stoop to follow him in humility, in a life for others. 

 
5Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: 6Who, being in very 

nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, 7but made 

himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.  
8And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient 

to death-- even death on a cross!  9Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and 

gave him the name that is above every name, 10that at the name of Jesus every knee 

should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11and every tongue confess 

that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
